8. Application MUST 
be submitted within one 
month of catch.

New Hope Emerges for Family of Abducted Government Con-
tractor as Hostage and Wrongful Detainee Day Approaches

New Jersey’s inaugu-
ral Hostage and Wrong-
ful Detainee Day was 
March 9th, the date 
chosen to honor the lon-
gest-held U.S. hostage 
whose family, along 
with Assemblyman 
Michael Inganamort, 
championed to bring this 
observance to the state, 
the first state in the na-
tion to recognize the day 
and fly its flag.
But this March 9 will 

hit a little differently 
for the family of Rob-
ert Levinson, the retired 
FBI agent and private 
investigator who, while 
on a CIA mission, went 
missing in Iran 19 years 
ago to the day. The man 
they hold responsible for 
his disappearance and 
presumed death, Aya-
tollah Ali Khamenei, 
Iran’s supreme leader, 
along with many mem-
bers of his senior leader-
ship team, was killed in 
a broad-daylight attack 
christened Operation 
Epic Fury in Tehran by 
U.S. and Israeli airstrikes 
Feb. 28. The day before 
that strike, Secretary of 
State Marco Rubio des-
ignated Iran as a “state 

sponsor of wrongful de-
tention.”
The Ayatollah’s death 

may finally bring 
long-demanded answers 
and true closure.
“Now Iran must do 

what it has refused to do 
for nearly two decades: 
provide full accountabil-
ity for what happened to 
our father, return his re-
mains to our family, and 
disclose the truth about 
his kidnapping, impris-
onment, and death,” the 
family said in a statement 
shared with Fox News 
Correspondent Jennifer 
Griffin on X March 1. 
“Our family will not stop 
demanding the truth. And 
we will not stop demand-
ing justice.”
One of Levinson’s sev-

en children, Sarah, is a 
constituent in Inganam-
ort’s district. Her broth-
er, Daniel, spoke to Fox 
News and said it was an 
emotional weekend for 
the family. After years 

of being ignored and 
rebuffed by the Iranian 
government, they hope 
this show of power by 
President Donald Trump 
and the United States 
military will bring ac-
countability.
“I can imagine the fam-

ily lost patience many, 
many times over the 
years, but they never lost 
hope that justice would 
be served. I saw that in 
the perseverance Sar-
ah brought in working 
to get this day officially 
recognized not only for 
her father, but for the 
other families who have 
loved ones taken hostage 
or wrongfully detained,” 
Inganamort (R-Mor-
ris) said. “As a new day 
dawns for the people 
of Iran, something peo-
ple all around the globe 
are celebrating, we here 
hope for a new day so-to-
speak for the Levinson 
family as well, that ques-
tions will be answered 

and Robert’s remains 
brought home.”
Inganamort and Sen. 

Parker Space’s resolu-
tions, signed into law 
Jan. 20, follow the fed-
eral proclamation spon-
sored by Rep. Tom Kean 
(R-NJ) in 2023 and 
highlighted by Presi-
dent Donald Trump this 
past March. The flag, 
designed by these fami-
lies, now flies above the 
White House, U.S. Capi-
tol, and State Department 
each year on March 9, 
Flag Day, Independence 
Day, and whenever an 
American hostage re-
turns home to the United 
States.
The State of New Jersey 

is due to fly this flag over 
the Statehouse on Mon-
day in observance of this 
important day.
As of October 2025, 

the federal government 
believes nearly 50 Amer-
icans are being held 
hostage or wrongfully 
detained in at least 13 
countries; hard numbers 
are difficult to ascertain.
The family last received 

a picture of Robert 
Levinson in 2011. And 
then nothing. The U.S. 
government declared him 
dead on March 25, 2020. 
There remains a $25 mil-
lion reward for informa-
tion leading to the recov-
ery of his remains.
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Senator Rosemary Brown Introduces 
“Residents First” Data Center Legislative 

Package
Over the past several 

months, our region has 
increasingly been target-
ed for large-scale data 
center development.
While final approvals 

of any development lie 
with local governments 
under Pennsylvania law, 
I believe that legislative 
action at the state lev-
el is also appropriate to 
protect the interests of 
our communities and 
communities across the 
state facing similar cir-
cumstances.
That is why, several 
months ago, I introduced 
legislation establishing 
data center pre-appli-
cation requirements to 
ensure transparency and 
accountability before a 
project could even for-
mally begin. But I am 
not stopping there.
Last week, I announced 

three additional propos-
als to build out a com-
prehensive legislative 
package focused on 
protecting our commu-
nities.
This package is the 

culmination of a formal 
policy hearing, one-on-

one conversations with 
hundreds of impacted 
constituents, discussions 
with industry represen-
tatives, and meetings 
with state and local gov-
ernment officials. I have 
listened carefully to con-
cerns about water usage, 
utility capacity, zoning, 
and the long-term vi-
ability of this rapidly 
evolving technology.
Here is a recap of my 

full, “Residents First” 
legislative package:
- Require data center 

developers to provide 
“will-serve” letters con-
firming utilities can 
handle a project at full 
build-out BEFORE a 
formal application is 
submitted.
- Limit large-scale data 

center development to 
only properly zoned in-
dustrial areas.
- Mandate an indepen-

dent, third-party water 
impact study and analy-
sis at least 30 days prior 
to any formal applica-
tion.
- Direct the Legisla-

tive Budget and Finance 
Committee (LBFC) to 

study emerging data 
storage technology and 
evaluate whether this 
current technology will 
be obsolete and if any 
new data technology 
may be emerging that 
will impact communi-
ties less.
I will continue to work 

diligently at the state 
level to put stronger 
safeguards in place since 
I, too, have been frus-
trated by local govern-
ment decisions and pro-
cesses. This legislation 
is designed to answer 
the many questions resi-
dents and I share regard-
ing water protections, 
infrastructure durability, 
long-term sustainability, 
and overall community 
impacts.
Responsible growth 

requires transparency, 
thoughtful planning, and 
putting our neighbor-
hoods first.
I appreciate your con-

tinued engagement on 
this critical issue for 
our region and remain 
personally available to 
discuss this with any 
resident.

Senate Budget Hearings in 
Harrisburg Conclude

Over the past two 
weeks, as a member of 
the Senate Appropria-
tions Committee, I have 
been in Harrisburg to 
review the Governor’s 
proposed $53.3 billion 
state budget, which 
would increase spending 
by $2.7 billion, or 5.4%, 
over the current fiscal 
year. These hearings are 
an important part of the 
budget process and al-
low the legislature the 
opportunity to question 
agencies directly about 
their spending requests, 
priorities, and long-term 
financial outlook.
This week’s hearings in-

cluded discussions with 
the Governor’s Budget 

Office and Department 
of Revenue, the Penn-
sylvania Department of 
Transportation (Penn-
DOT), and others.
Energy policy and con-

sumer costs were dis-
cussed during the Public 
Utility Commission’s 
hearing. The commis-
sion regulates more than 
8,000 utility providers 
in Pennsylvania, and 
we questioned whether 
current energy policies 
could be contributing to 
higher costs for Pennsyl-
vania consumers.

If Sundays are 
included in the migra-

tory game bird seasons, 
they cannot be closed in 
the future. 
The season proposal 

document that’s posted 
on the Game Commis-
sion’s website shows 
two proposed season 
structures, one with 
Sundays and one with-
out. Both proposals fol-
low the federal frame-
work. These proposed 
migratory seasons are 
in accordance with the 
preliminarily approved 
2026-27 general hunting 
seasons that, if adopted, 
would allow small game 
hunting during regular 
firearms deer season, 
meaning woodcock and 

snipe hunting would be 
open then.
Another notable pro-

posal for 2026-27 sea-
sons would increase 
the Atlantic Population 
Canada goose regu-
lar season to 45 days, 
with a daily bag limit 
of 3. This change to the 
framework would take 
effect once published by 
the U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service.
Additionally, the reg-

ular snow goose sea-
son is proposed to run 
from November through 
March 10, with the light 
goose conservation 
order not utilized un-
less 2026 spring snow 

goose surveys indicate 
its necessity. This rec-
ommendation to dras-
tically reduce or forgo 
the conservation order 
will be followed by all 
high-harvest states with-
in the Atlantic Flyway 
due to 2025 spring snow 
goose surveys indicat-
ing populations are be-
low the target range.

     As I walked that rainy 

morning, I found myself 
thinking about a column I 
wrote during another un-
settling time in the world, 
in the thick of the pan-
demic.

     Today, the news again

     As I write, we’ve

Senator Lisa M. Bosco-
la (D-Lehigh/Northamp-
ton) announced plans to 
introduce legislation that 
would temporarily sus-
pend Pennsylvania’s gas-
oline and diesel taxes for 
60 days to provide relief 
for consumers and busi-
nesses facing rising fuel 
costs. 
Boscola said the two 

bills are intended to help 
Pennsylvania drivers and 
businesses cope with fuel 
price increases tied to 
instability in global oil 
markets.
“Pennsylvania drivers 

are already starting to see 
prices at the pump climb 
as global oil markets re-
act to instability in the 
Middle East,” Boscola 
said. “At a time when 
families and businesses 
are already facing ris-
ing costs, we should use 
every tool available to 
provide some short-term 
relief.”
Pennsylvania motorists 

currently pay one of the 
highest fuel taxes in the 
nation. The state gasoline 
tax is 57.6 cents per gal-
lon, while the diesel tax 
is approximately 74 cents

per gallon.
Boscola noted that while 

fuel taxes are an import-
ant source of funding 
for transportation infra-
structure, the temporary 
suspension would be 
structured to ensure those 
commitments remain in-
tact.
 “Our legislation would 

temporarily suspend 
these taxes while autho-
rizing bonding to replace 
any short-term loss to the 
Motor License Fund,” 
Boscola said. “This en-
sures we can provide re-
lief at the pump without 

disrupting funding for 
State Police or critical 
road and bridge projects.”
 The proposed 60-day 

suspension would pro-
vide relief for commuters 
while also helping busi-
nesses that rely heavily 
on diesel fuel, including 
trucking, agriculture, 
manufacturing, and con-
struction industries.
 Senator Boscola pre-

viously introduced simi-
lar legislation during the 
summer of 2022 after 
global energy markets 
were disrupted follow-
ing Russia’s invasion of 

Ukraine.
 Boscola said the pro-

posal reflects the need for 
government to respond 
when rising costs begin 
to put additional pressure 
on working families and 
small businesses.
 “When affordability 

becomes a challenge for 
Pennsylvania families 
and business owners, 
government has a respon-
sibility to step in and look 
for ways to help,” Bosco-
la said. “Providing tem-
porary relief at the fuel 
pump is a practical step 
we can take right now.”

Shapiro Administration to DHS: No 
Schuylkill or Berks Detention Warehouses 

Without Complying with State Law
The Pennsylvania De-

partment of Environ-
mental Protection (DEP) 
issued five administra-
tive orders yesterday, 
two to the Department 
of Homeland Security 
and three to local au-
thorities – one to each 
of Schuylkill County 
Municipal Authori-
ty (SCMA), Tremont 
Township, and Upper 
Bern Township. The or-
ders direct that water 
and sewage cannot be 
supplied to the ware-
houses DHS has recent-
ly purchased to use as 
detention centers— and 
that the buildings can-
not be occupied— until 
DHS demonstrates com-
pliance with federal and 
state environmental reg-
ulations.
“Based on what the 

Department has learned 
about DHS’s plans to 
convert two commercial 
warehouses into deten-
tion centers for 9,000 
people, there are serious 
concerns about the en-
vironmental impacts of 
these actions. The con-
version of warehouses 
to detention facilities 
risks harming the com-
munities in and around 
Tremont and Upper 
Bern townships, over-
whelming their sewage 
facilities and exceed-
ing the available drink-
ing water supply,” said 
DEP Secretary Jessica 
Shirley. “Doubling the 
populations of these ar-
eas could drain drinking 
water sources and lead 
to polluted waterways 
from overwhelmed sew-
age facilities leaking raw 
waste into our streets 

and rivers. Just like any-
one else, DHS needs to 
demonstrate its facilities 
comply with environ-
mental standards.”
In two separate or-

ders to the Department 
of Homeland Security, 
DEP directed the feder-
al agency not to use the 
Upper Bern or SCMA 
sewer systems for any 
proposed detention fa-
cilities until it has been 
proven that DHS can 
safely do so. The or-
ders further specify that 
holding tanks and septic 
systems are not allowed 
without required per-
mits. Additionally, DEP 
directed DHS not to use 
SCMA infrastructure 
for drinking water nor 
use the private well at 
the Upper Bern Town-
ship warehouse for 
the proposed facilities 
without legally required 
DEP approval. DHS has 
been directed not to oc-
cupy the buildings until 
the applicable legal re-
quirements are met.
The orders to Tremont 

and Upper Bern Town-
ships prohibit occupan-
cy of the warehouses 
until further sewage 
planning and permit-
ting is obtained from 

DEP and prohibits each 
Township from accept-
ing sewage from hold-
ing tanks or portable 
toilets without further 
authorization. Each 
Township operates a 
sewage treatment plant 
that could need to be 
redesigned and signifi-
cantly modified to re-
ceive the amount of ex-
pected wastewater from 
a detention center.
The order to SCMA 

prohibits providing 
drinking water to a de-
tention center from the 
SCMA Tremont water 
system, which protects 
against excessive strain 
on a water infrastructure 
system that is already 
being supported through 
emergency measures. 
For sewage, DEP sim-
ilarly ordered SCMA 
that it could not provide 
sewage service or accept 
sewage from portable 
toilets at the detention 
center without further 
permitting and approval 
from Tremont Township 
and DEP. 
Permits or approvals 

from DEP are needed for 
the construction and op-
eration of all changes to 
drinking water and sew-
age treatment systems.

Corrado & Space Bill To Make Schools 
Safer With Portable Anti-Choking 

Devices Advances
Legislation sponsored 

by Senator Kristin M. 
Corrado (R-Passaic, 
Bergen, Essex) and 
Senator Parker Space 
(R-Sussex, Morris, 
Warren) to require por-
table anti-choking de-
vices in schools passed 
the Senate Education 
Committee.
S-1123 would require 

nurses and school em-
ployees to receive 
training in the use of 
anti-choking devic-
es and develop related 
policies. A portable an-
ti-choking device must 
be available in the caf-
eteria, school nurse’s 
office, and/or similar 
areas. These devices 
would be provided at 
no cost to schools or the 
State.
“Every second counts 

in an emergency, and 
this bill ensures that 
schools are prepared 
to act swiftly and ef-
fectively,” said Sen. 
Corrado. “With trained 
staff and devices in des-
ignated areas, we can 
be better prepared to 
respond to a choking 

emergency.”
“No parent should 

ever have to worry 
about their child being 
at risk of choking while 
at school,” said Sen. 
Space. “This bill is a 
vital step towards en-
suring that every school 
is prepared to keep stu-
dents safe in any situa-
tion.”

duce wildfire risk,” said 
Environmental Protec-
tion Acting Commission-
er Ed Potosnak. “The 
partnerships supported 
by this initiative are vital 
for ensuring the protec-
tion of lives and proper-
ty in New Jersey’s most 
wildfire-prone areas.”
“As New Jersey ap-

proaches spring wildfire 
season, preparation is 
critical, and communi-

ty level action to reduce 
wildfire risk through 
implementation of the 
Firewise Communities 
program is an important 
step to take,” said John 
Cecil, DEP’s Assistant 
Commissioner for State 
Parks, Forests & Historic 
Sites. “These grants em-
power communities to 
take meaningful action 
to reduce wildfire risk in 
their own backyards.”
The grant program is 

part of the National Fire 
Protection Association’s 
Firewise USA initiative, 
which helps residents un-
derstand wildfire risks. It 
further supports commu-
nities in reducing those 
risks through planning, 
preparedness, education, 
and technical and finan-
cial assistance.
Funding for the grants 

was made available 
through the USDA For-
est Service’s Wildfire 
Risk Reduction Grant 
Program provided to 
the Middle Atlantic In-
terstate Forest Fire Pro-
tection Compact and 
distributed by the DEP 
Forest Fire Service. The 
Compact coordinates 
forest fire protection, 
planning and training 
among Delaware, Mary-
land, New Jersey, Ohio, 
Pennsylvania, Virginia 
and West Virginia.
How the Grants Are 

Used: Funded projects 
may include reducing 
wildfire risk through 

the maintenance of fire-
breaks to keep them clear 
of vegetation, along with 
strategic forest-thinning 
activities to reduce low 
and midstory trees and 
shrubs known as ladder 
fuels. Those ladder fuels 
can allow fire to spread 
rapidly from the forest 
floor into the tree can-
opy, making fires more 
difficult to control and 
extinguish.
Other potential projects 

include community edu-
cation and outreach, as 
well as home-hardening 
initiatives. Home hard-
ening involves modify-
ing building materials, 
design features and land-
scaping to reduce the 
likelihood that a home 
will ignite during a wild-
fire.
Homes are typically 

not destroyed by direct 
flames but by embers and 
burning debris carried by 
wind. Home hardening 
focuses on preventing 
these ignition points by 
removing dead vegeta-
tion near structures, cre-
ating defensible space, 
planting fire-resistant 
landscaping, keeping 
gutters clear of leaves 
and pine needles, and 
modifying structures, 
such as installing mesh 
screens over vents, to 
prevent embers from en-
tering.
“New Jersey has one 

of the most successful 
Firewise Community 
programs in the coun-
try, which not only helps 
keep residents safe in the 
event of a wildfire, but 
gives our firefighters a 
deeper knowledge of the 
issues in the communi-
ties they protect,” said 
Bill Donnelly, Chief of 
the Forest Fire Service. 
“When residents and 
firefighters collaborate, 
they support better plan-
ning, prevention and re-
sponse to wildfires.”

About Firewise and 

Spring Wildfire Season
New Jersey has par-

ticipated in the Firewise 
Communities program 
since 2004, when Hard-
wick Township in Warren 
County became the state’s 
first Firewise Commu-
nity. It is one of several 
programs offered by the 
DEP Forest Fire Service 
to help educate residents 
about wildfire risk, re-
duce forest fuels and plan 
for future wildfires.
Mid-March to Mid-May 

is typically peak wildfire 
season in New Jersey. At 
this time of year, trees 
and underbrush are still 
leafing out, relative hu-
midity is generally low, 
and windy days are com-
mon. The combination 
of these factors means 
forested lands dry out 
quickly, particularly in 
the Pinelands of southern 
New Jersey. The sandy 
and porous soils in this 
vast region do not retain 
moisture for long, ex-
acerbate drying and in-
crease the potential for a 
fire to spark only hours 
after rainfall.
Residents and communi-

ty leaders can learn more 
about wildfire threats to 
homes and businesses 
through the New Jersey 
Wildfire Risk Assess-
ment Portal (NJWRAP), 
which compiles data and 
resources to help resi-
dents, community lead-
ers and fire professionals 
take actions to mitigate 
wildfire risk.
In 2025, the Forest Fire 

Service launched the NJ 
Wildfire SMART (Safety, 
Mitigation, Awareness, 
Response, Training) ini-
tiative, a series of actions 
that emphasize steps and 
information resources 
for reducing wildfire risk 
and spread.

As Pennsylvania black 
bears begin wake from 
winter dormancy (tor-
por) in early spring, 
which begins on March 
20th, they actively seek 
food, often roaming 
neighborhoods.

age or acts aggressively, 
contact the Pennsylva-
nia Game Commission.

Dear Mr. Harris,

As Members of Congress 
representing communities 
served by the Northeast 
Corridor, we write in sup-
port of robust Acela and 
Northeast Regional train 
service to key points in the 
New Jersey, New York, 
and Pennsylvania region. 
Our constituents rely 

on Amtrak services for 
regular commutes and 
other travel. Stations like 
Metropark (MET) and 
Trenton Transit Center 
(TRE) serve dense con-
stituencies and economic 
drivers. These stations are 
the nearest direct access 
to the Northeast Corri-
dor for communities in 
broad swathes of North, 
Central, and South New 
Jersey, as well as parts of 
Southeast Pennsylvania 
and Staten Island.
